Income eligible seniors, age 60+ can receive a $50.00 

benefit to purchase local produce at participating farm 

stands. (A list of farm stands are provided with the 

booklet you will receive).  
 

In order to receive the farmers’ market one-time per year 

benefit, you MUST meet ALL the following 

requirements.                                            

 

1. Must be 60 years of age or older (with proof of one 

of the following) 

a. Driver’s license  

b. Birth certificate 

c. Sheriff Dept. I.D. 
 

2. Must be a Sussex County resident (with proof of one 

of the following) 
a. Driver’s license   

b. Utility or telephone bill   
 

3. Income guidelines:  (GROSS income, NOT NET 

income, which means the amount before your 

Medicare deduction from your social security)

Single $26,973 yearly 

 $  2,248 monthly 

 $     519 weekly 
 

Married $36,482 yearly 

 $  3,041 monthly

to September 30, 2024 and your electronic benefit must 

be redeemed by November 30, 2024.
